Jura is one of the more remote islands of the Inner Hebrides, 
and getting there is part of the adventure of a holiday in the 
Western Isles.  Access is via car ferry from the Isle of Islay, or 
via the small foot/cyclist passenger ferry (RIB) from the mainland 
port of Tayvallich 

Keils Croft Caravan has panoramic views of the both the Paps 
and Small Isles Bay and is located in the historic village of Keils, 
which is a 15 minutes walk from the centre of Craighouse, 
(www.theisleofjura.co.uk for further information).  

Craighouse has the usual village amenities including a 
store/post office (www.jurastores.co.uk), village hall, Church, 
Jura Hotel (featuring food and bar), the Antlers Bistro, a primary 
school and a doctor's surgery. The famous Jura Distillery is also 
situated in Craighouse (www.isleofjura.com) and tours can be 
arranged, what more could you ask for? 
 
The Isle of Jura is 29 miles long with some 115 miles of 
coastline to explore; the population of approximately 250 is 
vastly outnumbered by the 6000 deer on the island.  

Jura has a rich natural heritage with much to attract those who 
wish to enjoy walking, climbing, and bird watching. In addition, 
community activities run through the year, such as the Jura 
Music Festival, and the famous annual Fell Race. 

Keils Croft is a family run business and visitors can with prior 
arrangement participate in some daily farming activities.  

The Caravan includes a Double Bedroom, a Twin Bedroom, 
Living/Dining Room, Kitchen, Shower room and drying porch, 
along with a raised deck which provides views over Small Isles 
Bay. The accommodation is within easy walking distance of the 
center Craighouse.  
 
Unfortunately pets cannot be accommodated. Electricity, heating 
and bedding are included as standard and a £100 non 
refundable deposit is required with each booking.
